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LESSON POLICIES

LESSON TERM
»  Students must enroll for the full academic year.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
» 1 am unable to make up any lesson canceled by the student. (Exceptions are made for emergencies.)
» If given ample notice of a conflict, I will do my best to accommodate the student’s schedule, but cannot guarantee such
accommodations.
» In the event that I cancel a lesson, I will make up the lesson by the end of the semester.
» If prolonged illness is an issue for you, please contact me.

WITHDRAWAL POLICY
» Two weeks’ written notice must be given to withdraw from lessons. Pro-rated refunds for lessons beyond the two weeks’
notice will be issued as follows:
0 Through October 10: Student will be reimbursed the full cost of the remaining lessons
0 After October 10: Student will be reimbursed 75% of the cost of the remaining lessons
0 After January 1: Student will be reimbursed 50% of the cost of the remaining lessons

PAYMENT DUE DATES (°07/°08)
» 50% of tuition is due upon registration. The remaining 50% balance must be paid in full on or before January 1, 2008.

» Registrations received after the first week will be pro-rated for the weeks remaining.

SCHEDULING
» Scheduling is done on a first-come, first-served basis. Payment is required to reserve a specific time. Once a lesson
day/time has been agreed upon, that will remain the student’s time for the duration of the year.

MATERIALS
» Students are required to bring the following items to lessons:
0 Three ring binder with copies of all assigned music or exercises
0 A pencil
0 Any books containing lesson assignments
0 A tape recorder and blank tape for recording lessons

PROMPTNESS AT LESSONS
» Promptness at lessons is expected. Please knock when it is your lesson time. If [ am running late, [ will do my best to see that
everyone gets the full amount of time. If you are late, do not expect to go overtime. I will wait for 15 minutes for a student, after
which point I will consider the lesson cancelled. If I am not there when you arrive, please wait for 20 minutes, after which point
you may consider the lesson cancelled, and I will provide a full make-up lesson.

PRACTICE
» The best, and possibly the only, way to improve as a musician is daily practice. Students are expected to devote a minimum of
twenty minutes each day to practicing and learning music. If you are unsure of how or what to practice, I am always happy to
assist you in making a plan.
» Please do your best to attend concerts, recitals, and music events—they are a great way to learn about technique, interpretation,
and performing.

REPERTOIRE
» I will do my utmost to assist you in choosing repertoire that will help you grow as a singer and musician. I also expect that you
will have some interest in choosing some repertoire for yourself. It is most appropriate for you to purchase true scores of the
pieces you are assigned. [ will direct you to the best resources I know of, and will try to keep costs to a minimum. To work
and/or perform from photocopies is not only unfair to composers, it is illegal.

MASTERCLASSES AND RECITALS
» Each semester there will be one masterclass/dress rehearsal and one recital. Each student is expected to participate in
both events. There will be a $100 participation/accompanist fee per student per masterclass/recital (fee covers masterclass and
recital). In the event that the recital is professionally recorded, which I expect that it will, each student will receive a CD of the
performance at no extra charge. The 2007/2008 masterclass/recital schedule, unless otherwise communicated, will be:
